So Potiphar left everything he had in Joseph's care; with Joseph in charge, he did not concern 

himself with anything except the food he ate.

SOME INTERESTING FINDINGS FROM RESEARCH ON SEX  

BEFORE MARRIAGE AND COHABITATION (TRI AL MARRIAGE)  

 

 

20-25% of cohabitors experience physical aggression and violence from their partners. as 

opposed to 5% of married couples.  (Family Research Institute) 

 

If they marry, they have 35-50% higher rate of divorce than couples who did not cohabit before 

marriage.  (Family Research Institute) 

 

Other studies found rates as high as 80%.  (Yale University) 

 

Non-virgin brides have a 60% higher divorce rate than virgin brides.  (University of Maryland) 

 

Women are 62 times more likely to be assaulted by a live-in boyfriend than by a husband.  (US 

Department of Justice) 

 

Cohabiting couples argue, shout, and hit more than married couples (Pennsylvania State 

University) 

 

In cohabiting couples, women have rates of depression 3 times higher than married women.  

(National Institute of Mental Health) 

 

Cohabiting couples who later marry report unhappier marriages and lower levels of marital 

satisfaction than couples who marry without first cohabiting. 

 

They also have a higher rate of extramarital affairs. 

 

They also have more difficulty resolving conflict. 

 

They also report having a more superficial and significantly weaker relationship. 

 

72% of couples who wait until marriage for sex report high sexual enjoyment in marriage.  41% 

of couples who were sexually active before marriage report high sexual enjoyment in marriage.

SOME DATA ON HOMOSEXUALITY  

 

 

78% of homosexuals are affected by sexually transmitted diseases (AIDS, syphilis, gonorrhea, 

etc). 

 

48% of lesbians and 39% of gays report experiencing violence from their partners (Family 

Research Institute) 

 

25-33% of active homosexuals are alcoholics. 

 

50% of suicides are committed by active homosexuals. 

 

Median age of death for active homosexuals is 42 and 9% live past 65. 

 

Active homosexuals are 100 times more likely than average people to be murdered (usually by 

another homosexual). 

 

21% of lesbians die of murder, suicide, or traffic accident  (534 times higher than the rate for 

heterosexual women).   

 

50% of women on death row are lesbians. 

 

The average homosexual has between 20 and 106 sexual partners per year (New England Journal 

of Medicine). 

 

43% have over 500 sexual partners in their lifetime. 

 

The average length of gay "marriages" (committed relationships) is 3.5 years.  The average 

length of lesbian commmitted relationships is 2.2 years.

CAN HOMOSEXUALITY BE C HANGED? 

 

Dr. Robert Spitzer, Professor of Psychiatry at Columbia University, was the primary activist who 

worked to remove homosexuality from the American Psychiatric Association's Diagnostic and 

Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders in 1973.  At that time he stated that he was sure that 

homosexual orientation could not be changed.  Following his lead, the APA code of ethics still 

maintains that it is unethical for psychiatrists to attempt therapy to change the orientation of 

homosexuals.  In 2001 he announced that he has changed his mind.  His research shows that after 

counseling or therapy 67% of subjects who desired to change their orientation reported good 

heterosexual functioning and that it was maintained at a follow-up of five years. 

 

Spitzer concluded that change is usually not "either/or" (complete change), but a continuum seen 

as a diminishing of homosexual attraction and an increasing of heterosexual attraction.  Spitzer 

also reported that even when there was no actual change in sexual attraction, but behavioral 

control and self-identity, subjects reported improvement in overall emotional health and 

functioning.  Spitzer commented that the people in his research who had the greatest influence on 

his change of mind were the born-again Christians who believed their transformed life-styles 

were the result of their dependence on the power and resources of God. 

 

The most recent and extensive research (a two-year study that ended in 1997) reported that 

before treatment 68% of subjects reported themselves as exclusively or almost entirely 

homosexual, and 22% as more homosexual then heterosexual.  After treatment, 13% reported 

themselves as exclusively or almost entirely homosexual, 33% exclusively or almost entirely 

heterosexual.  99% of subjects at the conclusion of the study reported that they believe treatment 

can be effective and valuable.  63% were still in treatment at the end of the study.  The study is 

considered to be the most detailed investigation of this subject to date.
